Study Hours
- Must log 10 library hrs/week in the in study hours book

Weekly Academic reports
- New members will report their class schedule and Major to the Scholarship Chair
- New members should report to the Scholastics Chairmen weekly with an update on all recent grades.   At this time the Scholarship Chairmen can also help new members in areas they may be struggling.  

Academic Advising
- Must schedule one meeting a month with university academic counselor
- Must schedule a meeting with at least two brothers of the same major or interested major. 

Incentives
- Highest cumulative GPA - $50.00 off of next semester’s dues 
- Second highest cumulative GPA-$25.00 off of next semester’s dues
- Highest weekly study hours - $5.00 off next semester dues

Consequences
If a new member has one week of insufficient library hours
 
- The new member must make up the difference during the next week
If a new member has two total weeks of insufficient library hours 

 
- The new member must make up the difference during the next week
 
- The new member will loss all social privileges until hours are made up
If a new member has three total weeks of insufficient library hours 

 
- The new member will no longer be able to continue with the program
